Proposed themes for this event are the following:

Theme 95 – Dam Safety

· Utilization of risk analysis in the assessment of dam safety.

· Accidents, incidents, failure of dams and their consequences.

· Safety downstream of dams, under normal and extraordinary conditions, including consequences of extreme floods.

· Legislation, inspection and monitoring of dams.

· Unforeseen and unpredictable situations in dam design. Risk consequences, in view of cost and quality of design and construction.
Theme 96 – Concrete in Dam Works

· Reaction alkali-aggregate.

· The importance of technological research in concrete quality (including materials and execution processes).

· Roller compacted concrete.

· Special conditions: underwater concrete and shotcrete.

· Concrete dam aging and its corrective measures.

· Seismic analysis of concrete dams.

Theme 97 – Technological Innovations and Research in Dam Design and Construction

· Researches financed by the power sector.

· Experimental studies on scale models.

· New construction processes including all project phases.

· Pressure transients in hydraulic power systems.

· Vibration in structures under flow.

· Dam-reservoir dynamic interaction.

· New geological and geotechnical investigation methods of dam foundations.

Theme 98 – The Role of Dams in the Development of Catchments

· Multiple uses of reservoirs, importance of inventory of water streams.

· Management of catchments.

· Power increase of dams as an alternative for reducing environmental impacts.

· Environmental criteria and causes which render difficult dam construction.

· Importance of dams in the Brazilian economy.

· Benefits deriving from dam construction.
