ÁSimilar time frames to Masters or less

ÁUsually involves courses only (no research)

ÁOpportunity to ñupgradeò to research degree 
subject to good grades

ÁAlso PhD: 3 -4 yrs full - time

ÁMany full - time transport practitioners 
enrolling in programme

ÁOften graduates with a few years experience

ÁTypically take one paper per semester (½ yr)

ÁCan be from outside Christchurch or Auckland 

ÁEmployers typically very supportive

ÁStudents can complete papers while remaining 
in full - time employment
